HR remains formal sponsor
- needs to know of research mobility plans early 
- has to notify IND 30 days before departure (IND notifies 

Immigration Service in other EU country, that informs 
University).

- UNKNOWN: does other member state want more?  
researcher may still need to apply for permit.

HR still remains formal sponsor (notorious 8 months...) 
- needs to know of research mobility plans early 

- has to notify IND 30 days before departure -> creates special BRP code. 
Otherwise automatic deregistration after 8 months via city council! 
(Dutch permit revoked; verblijfsgat; problems with other host 
institute....)

- Researcher will have to check with host institute what else is needed.
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
